Brexit: Challenges Pelagic AC

Without UK membership, the PELAC loses a large area of its remit
and some of its most important stakeholders

e  Much of the PELAC work (multiannual plans, scientific projects etc)
may become less relevant

 Possible negative consequences for sustainable management of
shared stocks with the UK

 Influence may be greatly reduced: UK becomes yet another Coastal
State to negotiate fishing opportunities with

e Collaboration Regional Groups: How will Brexit change their role?
